In 2021, it became a
member of AACSB. In 2022, its engineering
programmes received IET Accreditation. In
2023, SBC became a member of EFMD.
Meanwhile, SBC English for Academic Purposes
(EAP) module was awarded CIOL Validated
Programme status in 2023 .This status was
renewed for 2 consecutive years.
